Minister Maxine Morand was elected to Parliament in 2002. Prior to that she trained
as a nurse before spending fve years as a Victorian Transplant Coordinator. Afer
startng a family Maxine undertook a research positon at the Cancer Council of
Victoria, working in behavioural research. Following her 2006 re-electon, Maxine
was appointed as the Parliamentary Secretary for Health in the Bracks’ Government.
In 2007 she was appointed Minister for Children and Early Childhood Development,
and Minister for Women’s Afairs, in the Brumby Government.

Samah Hadid 2010 Australian Youth Representatve to the United Natons
Samah Hadid is a 22 year old human rights advocate and currently serves as a Commissioner with the Community Relatons
Commission and as the Youth Representatve on the Australian Natonal Commission for UNESCO.
