Martha Cove is the largest Canal development of its type in Victoria. It is a project that has developed over the past four years and has now gained momentum to a point where canal development is beyond 50 percent complete. House and Unit developments are well underway with the first residents taking possession over the past few months.
 

Ray Webb, Manager of Statutory Planning will present to the Group at this meeting. Ray has held the position of Manager Statutory Planner for the past 10 years and has a long distinguished career in Planning throughout the Mornington Peninsula and other municipalities. Ray also held the position of Property Manager after the amalgamation of Councils back in 1994, hence has a good background in the property issues that we all regularly discuss.
 

Ray has been involved in the project since its inception and is the most familiar with the whole project.  There have been numerous previous attempts to get this ambitious development off the ground over the past 20 years. The development has involved approvals from most State Government Agencies in getting the development to its current level of completion.
 

The development required the construction of this tunnel to allow the road to run below sea level and under the main canal to provide access to the development. The tunnel enables all size boats and yachts to cross over Esplanade Safety Beach which is also a Vicroads controlled road. There are significant management issues for the Body Corporate over this Tourist Road on behalf of Vicroads.
